At LMU credit for Bachelor and Master Courses is given in accordance with the European 

Credit Transfer System (ECTS). All coursework will be graded in accordance with the German 

grading system (“1”–“6”, with “1” being the best and “6” the worst grade). A course that is 

graded with 4 or above is passed. Some course are not graded (non-graded lectures).

Students who do not have an EHIC or whose home country does not 

have a social insurance treaty with Germany are strongly recommended to take out German 

health insurance cover for the duration of their stay. Please note that travel insurance for the 

duration of their stay is not enough and will not be accepted at registration. LMU also strong-

ly recommends an accident, personal and third party liability insurance for the duration of 

stay in Germany.
